Being bilingual is good for your brain

A recent study says that speaking two languages can help old people to stay mentally active. Dr.
Ellen Bialystok and her team of scientists at York University in Canada planned some special tests.




Then they asked 104 people between the ages of 30 and 88 to do them. From the tests, the scientists
found out that people who can speak two languages are very good at thinking fast.

The scientists did different experiments and came to the conclusion that being bilingual can help
old people to think quickly. Investigation has shown that playing musical instruments, dancing or
reading can also help to keep you mentally active. Simple activities like doing crosswords or
playing board games like chess or monopoly can also have a positive effect.

Dr Bialystok thinks that speaking different languages is very good for you and your brain. Half of
the people who did the tests came from Canada and only spoke English. The other half came from
India and could speak English and a language called Tamil. The scientists tested vocabulary skills
and maths ability. They also checked how fast the people did the activities. The ones who could
speak two languages did the exercises quickly and well. The people who spoke only one language
weren’t so good.

The British Alzheimer’s Society was very interested in the discoveries. “It is possible that if we
learn a second language when we are young, it can help us even when we are old,” said Professor
Clive Ballard. Ballard is the Alzheimer’s Society’s Director of Investigation. “Education in general
can certainly help the brain to stay active.”

Bridges are known to belong to the earliest structures made by humans. Great rivers are
important means of communication, so people have always been concerned with finding ways to
cross them. For centuries they have built bridges over fast flowing rivers and deep, rocky canyons
or small streams. Bridges are everywhere in our modern world. There are a lot of old bridges that
have been used for many years. Some of them are standard overpass bridges; others are examples
of outstanding achievements in design and technology as the Brooklyn Bridge in New York or
Tower Bridge in London.

Such bridges are a vital component of a nation’s heritage and are worth saving. They tell
the story of the past to future generations. However, active life of such bridges presents a number
of difficulties.

First of all, bridges are harder to preserve than historic buildings, because they are
operational structures, requiring regular costly repair to meet modern standards. Old bridges are
often unable to carry modern traffic either because design loads have increased or because they
are too narrow to carry a large volume of traffic. Also bridges are exposed to environmental effects.

Nevertheless, there are some strategies that may be adopted to upgrade and strengthen a
historic bridge while also preserving it.

If a historic bridge can no longer cope with the current traffic loads or its width may impose
operating restrictions to traffic, it is possible to strengthen the bridge through deck rehabilitation.
Sometimes it is recommended to construct a new bridge adjacent to the old one and use both for
vehicular traffic. Another variant is to construct a replacement bridge and reuse the old one for
pedestrians and/or cyclists.

Technical aspects of the preservation process of historic bridges are as important as the
attraction of public attention to these useful and often unique structures.

Methods of track building

Modern methods of track building are such that rails can be held in place and the force of
internal expansion and contraction almost entirely overcome. Several standard rails are welded
together to form a continuous welded rail (cwr) that helps to solve the problems of contraction and
expansion. In this way there is no danger that the track will “buckle”.

In addition, these rails give better riding qualities to the track, they last much longer and
they reduce the cost of track repair and maintenance.

Occasionally the steel from which the rails are rolled is defective. The faults in the steel
may not appear on the surface. A rail with a hidden defect may break suddenly under a heavy train
and cause wreck.

There are few such accidents, however, because the railroads can use a device by which
hidden defects can be detected.

The device is known as the detector-car. As this small car moves over the railroad track, it
sends a current of electricity through each line of rails and if any rail has an interior defect, this
fact is revealed by a recording device in the car.
